Dear Parent(s)/Guardian(s)

We are more than half way through the term. Many of you
have attended Information Nights for a number of Year
groups. | thought | would just summarise the key messages
for you all in respect to this year at the College.

ATTENDANCE:

We have a low attendance rate compared to other schools
in the Diocese. As nearly all of our absences are explained
this means that our students take significantly more days
off, as either leave or as a result of illness, than other
students in our system. This is impacting on the learning
outcomes of all our students.

VERBAL FEEDBACK:

We are in the process of revitalising some approaches in
the classroom. We believe, and research shows us, that our
students need more ongoing feedback. This needs to be
timely, as the students are doing their work. Our focus is
increasing and improving the amount of verbal feedback
that students receive. Teachers will be stamping students’
work and students will be expected to write down the feed-
back they receive. You will able to check this in your
child’s work starting from Term 2.

LEARNING JOURNALS:

Our students will be keeping learning journals starting in
Term 2. These will require students to record what they
have learned in a lesson and what they have found difficult
to learn.
